Competition Procedure

· Each competitor must pay a $5.00 non-refundable entry fee.  All entry fees are due by Sunday at the board meeting to receive credit in the parade.  

· Competitors must gather at the time and location designated on the all-state agenda.  Unless pre-approved by the IDVP or state program manager, competitors may not enter after the competition has begun.

· May Convention competitions held:  Write Up, Jeopardy, Speak Up, Master Speak Up, Debate, and Jaycee Idol.
· September Convention competitions held: Interview’s; Becker, Brownfiled, Armbrester, Mungenast

· January Convention competitions held: All competitions for the trimester will be held – All Year End competitions will be held as well.  Keep in mind to participate in Year End Competitions you must receive 1st or 2nd place at a trimester competition.

· Participating in regional competitions is HIGHLY encouraged but not mandatory for entry to the state competition.  This is the best opportunity for a ‘dress rehearsal practice’ for any competition.

General Eligibility

The following individuals cannot compete in the Individual Competitions:

· National officers (past and present)

· State officers of the current year 

· Competition Program Managers

· Chapter Presidents for the competition year

· Past state presidents

· Past Year-end Winners

· Previous trimester state winners for the competition year.  Runners-Up of previous trimesters for the competition year are eligible. (See Debate Competition for eligibility exceptions for this competition only).

Year End Competitions:

The state winners and runners-up for each trimester will be eligible to compete at year-end for the honor of being named the Year-End Winner in their corresponding competition. There is no Year-End competition for Becker competitors.  The Year-End competition winners will be designated as Kentucky’s representatives for the National Competition.  If this competitor is unable to attend the Annual Meeting (National Convention), the Year-End Runner-Up will then be eligible.  All competitors for Year End Competition must agree to represent the state at the Annual Meeting as a delegate and attend all functions of the convention, unless excused by the state president.  Advance notice of absence from any function is requested.

Eligibility and Scoring for All Portfolio/Interview Competitions

Timeframe for Portfolio/Resume Competitions:

The Becker competition specifies a Jaycee in their first 90-120 days of involvement.  There cannot have passed more than two (2) All State conventions or 120 days since the member joined for them to be able to compete in this competition for new Jaycees.  

The Brownfield competition resume is based on the first twelve (12) months of the competitor’s membership.  However, the member can compete up until their 2nd year.  There cannot have passed two (2) annual meetings since the member joined for him to compete in Brownfield.  Interview answers can incorporate anything experienced during the first two years as a member.  The second year is provided to give young Jaycees an opportunity to develop their self-confidence in the interviewing process.  

The Armbruster competition is for the veteran Jaycee of more than two (2) years membership.  The resume is based on the last twelve (12) months’ experience of the member.  The interview can incorporate growth and experiences from your many years of membership.  

The Mungenast (Family) competition is for the experiences of family members in the last twelve (12) months.  A family is defined as: Member Parent & child(ren), Married Couples with or without children, Brother/Sister living in same household.

Scoring:

· Becker - 100 maximum from each judge  

· Brownfield, Armbruster, and Mungenast - 50 points for resume and 50 points for interview maximum from each judge.  (At nationals, the second round will be based solely on the interview)

· Speak-Up - 60 points maximum from each judge

· Write-Up – 100 points maximum from each judge

· Jaycee Jeopardy - 100 points with a bonus question

· Debate - 2 rounds of 100 points each from the adjudicator and then one round of 50 points for the Leader’s Reply.  The total points for the entire competition will be 250.

· President’s Competition – will go with the points assessed for the particular competition for the trimester, for example Write-Up for the President’s Competition will be 100 points maximum from each judge.

· Junior Jaycees – This will be decided more subjectively for the art contest.  The IDVP or Program Manager will develop the criteria for this.  She will likely use the current form and modify where appropriate for the children’s age.

Interview Tips for All Portfolio/Interview Competitions

· Make your answers brief, but thorough.  Take a couple of seconds to organize your thoughts before you answer if you need--then give your answer.  Try not to ramble.  
· They will ask a series of questions about your Jaycee involvement, knowledge, opinions, experience, etc.  Be prepared for anything!  It helps to have people quiz you ahead of time.  Review the sample questions included in this guide and be prepared to answer those kinds of questions.

· Maintain eye contact with all the judges, not just the one asking the question.

· Always assume that the judges have NOT read your resume/portfolio.  Don’t worry about sounding repetitive.  It’s better to say it twice than not at all.

· Emphasize points or accomplishments listed in your resume.

· Bring an application with you in case the judges ask you to recruit them or a member.  Be prepared to tell them how.

· Relax!  The situation may be intimidating (judges with straight faces, 3 judges, a small room, etc.), but just be you.  The judges understand what you are going through.

· There may be 3 judges in the room (5 for the first round and 10 for the final round at National’s).  Make sure you practice a mock competition if you are not used to panel interviews.  It helps to relax you for the “real” thing.

· Sell yourself…just like you would in a job interview.  Talk about your involvement, impact, or your point of view rather than the chapters.

· Seek out past National Competitors to help you.  They can be a great resource.

· Dress appropriately.  Wear business attire.  Do not wear flashy clothes, short skirts, blue jean pants/shirts/skirts, nametags, trading pins, chapter shirts or vests, excessive jewelry, or state uniforms.  Wear your Jaycee membership pin, usually on the left lapel.  Hosiery is suggested for women wearing dresses or skirts.   A tie is suggested for the men.  Suit coats should be buttoned.  Dress military uniforms are acceptable.  
· Make sure you have a membership application tucked away somewhere out of sight.
· Arrive at least 15 minutes early.  
· Bring your study materials with you to prepare for the interview while you are waiting to be called.
· Upon entering the room, walk in with confidence.  Introduce yourself to each judge with a strong (not wimpy) handshake.  Wait to be seated until you are asked to do so.
· Relax!  Take a deep breath!!  Be enthusiastic.  

· Speak from the heart and use examples whenever possible.  The judges are looking for knowledge, as well as, the impact that your involvement in Jaycees has had on your personal and professional life.

· Maintain good eye contact with all of the judges as you answer each of the questions.  You should also use hand and body gestures to help you emphasize your answers to the judges.  
· Maintain good posture to exude self-confidence.  However, don’t be too rigid where they may think you are not interested in what they are saying.
· If you do not understand a question, ask for it to be repeated.  Also, ask for the question to be repeated if you honestly missed part of it.  Don’t ask for it to be repeated to give yourself more time.
· If asked to recite the creed, stand and invite the judges to stand with you.
· As you leave, thank the judges for their time and shake their hands.
· You will be asked a minimum of 5 questions depending on the number of judges and competitors.
· You’ve done your best!  You are a winner for competing!  Now go and enjoy the convention.
General Questions
Jaycee History Questions

· Know as much as you can about the person or family your competition is named for.

· You will be expected to be able to discuss that information in depth.  Be able to compare what you know about them to current Jaycee events or programs.  Know who Becker, Brownfield, Armbruster and Mungenast were.  Know what they did and what part they played in the development of the Jaycees.

· Study the history of the Jaycees.  Other than the Becker competition, you will most likely not be asked specific historical events but may be expected to discuss generalities.

· Be able to discuss Membership:  Recruitment, Activation, and Orientation.

· How would you recruit a new member?

· What contributions have you made to your local chapter?

· Tell how the Jaycees have changed or influenced your views on why goal setting is important.

· I’m new in town and don’t know anyone…recruit me.

· How can we attract more members to our organization?

· What are the Areas of Opportunity?

· Tell me about a fundraising project that you participated in.

· How would you use Public Relations to promote a project?

· What position in Jaycees, at any level, is your ultimate goal and why?

· You and a rival member are vying for Project Chair of the largest fundraiser.  The other person wins, but on the day of the project things go out of control and the project is in jeopardy.  What do you do?

· What is your responsibility as a member to your chapter?

· Why should you be chosen as this competition winner?

· What does being a Jaycee mean to you?

· How has your Jaycee experience influenced those around you?

· What do you feel is the future direction of the Jaycees?

· What rewards have you gained from joining the Jaycees?

· What have you learned from participating in your chapter’s community service projects?

· Why did you decide to become an active member of your Jaycee chapter?

· How has the Jaycee organization impacted your life?

· How can we encourage chapters to start Junior Jaycee chapters, even if there are very few members with children?

· How has being a member of the Jaycees helped you in your career?

· Explain how you balance Jaycee and family commitments.

William Becker Interview/Portfolio Competition

Who is William Becker?

After the Jaycees movement began in 1915, it didn’t take long for the idea to click.  Similar groups were formed in communities across the country.  In 1920, 41 local organizations met at a convention to form the United States Junior Chamber of Commerce. 

The Louisville Jaycees began in the fall of 1931 under the leadership Bill Goodell and Bill Chase.  Goodell served as the first President, with the organization originally known as the Louisville Junior Board of Trade.  

The Louisville Jaycees were instrumental in the establishment of the Kentucky Jaycees.  Perhaps the most significant role was that played by a young Louisville attorney named William Becker.  As a member of the newly formed Louisville chapter, Becker began attending the national conventions.  In fact, it was the 1933 national convention that stimulated interested in developing a state organization in Kentucky.

Becker and other young men attending the convention became very enthusiastic, especially when they saw what strong statewide organizations already had formed in several states surrounding Kentucky.

In 1934, Becker was elected President of the Kentucky Junior Board of Trade.  He continued his enthusiasm in forming a state organization and with the help of Barry Bingham, Sr. who served as his Vice President that year; Becker initiated a series of meetings with other local presidents from across the state at the Old Brown Hotel in Louisville.

This led to the formation of the Kentucky Junior Chamber of Commerce in 1935, with Louisville joining Owensboro, Paducah, Carrollton, and Campbell County as the charter members.  Becker was elected the first state President.

It did not take long for the Kentucky Junior Chamber to make an impact on the national organization.
  After receiving the national Distinguished Service Award for outstanding Community Service, Becker served as Vice-President and Parliamentarian of the US Jaycees in 1937.  He ran unsuccessfully for national President the following year.
Eligibility

The Becker competition specifies a Jaycee in their first 90-120 days of involvement.  There cannot have passed more than two (2) All State conventions or 120 days since the member joined for them to be able to compete in this competition for new Jaycees.  

Becker Resume/Portfolios

The resume/portfolio showcases the new member’s participation with the Jaycees.  The resume should be modeled after those of the Brownfield competition.  Due to the short time frame, it is not necessary to have fifteen pages for the portfolio.  Letters can demonstrate personal experience, benefits derived, and/or participation in events.  Substantiating material should be labeled.

Interview Questions for Becker competitors:

The Becker competition is designed to be an introduction to individual competitions for new Jaycees.  As such, the following list of questions will be among the ONLY questions the judges will ask.

· Name the State Officers:  President, Vice Presidents, your Region Director, Secretary, Legal Counsel, Chaplain, and Chair of the Board.

The C. William Brownfield Competition

Who is C.William Brownfield

C. William Brownfield was know for his leadership and guidance. He was the former state president for the state of Ohio and Past National Vice President. In 1946 William Brownfield composed 65 words which became the base of United State Junior Chamber. Past President of the Ohio Junior Chamber and National Vice President of the United States Junior Chamber C. William Brownfield realized at this convention that the organization did not have a Creed. He was inspired by the devotion of Junior Chamber members "to the purpose of serving mankind in a thousand different ways, right down at the grass roots where freedom lives or dies."

Brownfield saw Junior Chamber as "the potential for a new force in the world, one capable of changing the balance between victory or defeat for our chosen way of life in a time of crisis."

The actual writing of the Creed took place in July 1946 during a drive from Brownfield's hometown of Columbus, Ohio, to his coal mine in New Lexington, a journey of about 75 minutes. He started that journey with a firm conviction in his mind to work on the Creed. It was during that trip that the following words came to mind and were put on paper (JCI-UK, 2007). 
In 1950 Brownfield added the lines “That faith in God gives meaning and purpose to human life..”after suffering an accident leaving him in a wheelchair.

John H. Armbruster "Keyman" Memorial Award

The John H. Armbruster "Keyman" Memorial award is presented annually to up to five outstanding members who have continued to show support, dedication, and enthusiasm following their first year of membership.

The award is named in honor of John H. Armbruster in recognition of his long and faithful service to The U.S. Junior Chamber. He was a charter member of the St. Louis Junior Chamber and throughout his life he contributed to the organization. John H. Armbruster founded The Junior Chamber Crew Club and through his publication, Log of the S.S. Fellowship, he kept up correspondence with members across the nation and throughout the world for more than 40 years.

Andrew and Charlotte Mungenast Memorial Award (Family of the Year)

The Andrew and Charlotte Mungenast Memorial Award is presented annually to up to five outstanding families in The U.S. Junior Chamber. These are families who have promoted and exemplified the objectives and beliefs of the Jaycee Creed.

The award is named in honor of Andrew and Charlotte Mungenast. Andrew was one of the founders of The U.S. Junior

Chamber and served as its first secretary. His wife, Charlotte, was known as the First Lady of Jaycees by the U.S. Junior

Competition Resume/Portfolios

"Portfolio" is a more accurate description of what is required on the resumes for Brownfield, Armbruster, and Mungenast Family of the Year competitions. 

The following is the USJC Portfolio Guidelines: 

TAB 1: Resume
Use a resume format - maximum two (2) pages in length. 

TAB 2: Letters of Recommendation
Allow three (3) to five (5) one-page letters of recommendation, including the Local Chapter President’s letter.

TAB 3: Substantiating Materials
Include a section of substantiating materials up to ten (10) pages in length.


ADDITIONAL TIPS AND SUGGESTIONS 
1. Portfolios should be clearly labeled and tabbed.  Resume first, then letters of recommendation (Local Chapter President’s first), then the rest of the substantiating materials.  NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN (15) PAGES TOTAL.
2. All pages must be numbered, stapled and three-hole punched.  Three (3) copies MUST be submitted.  NO BINDERS OR NOTEBOOKS.
3. Competition Portfolios will be returned on Sunday morning.

There is no standard resume format.  Start with basic personal information; educational and professional/employment information should be included.  Please include when the competitor first joined the Jaycee organization.  AFTER THIS INFORMATION, ITEMS TO BE INCLUDED IN BOTH THE RESUME AND SUBSTANTIATING MATERIAL ARE TO BE FROM THE CURRENT JAYCEE AWARD YEAR.  (Except Brownfield, which is the first twelve (12) months of membership.)


Be sure to include:

• Number and names of members recruited
• Number of projects attended 
• Breakdown of projects attended by Area of Opportunity
• Number of projects chaired or served on a committee for and number of CPGs completed
• Name of projects with completed CPGs
• Number of Degrees advanced
• Local Jaycee office held
• Number of new member orientations (attended and/or conducted)
• Number of state, national, or international meetings attended
• Names and dates of meetings attended
• Number and kind of training sessions (attended and/or conducted)
• Honors and awards
• Number of public relations opportunities involved in
• Number of extensions worked on (and number of successful extensions)
• Number of chapter assists, projects worked on, members recruited, renewals assisted with, Degrees involvement, visitations/travel, competitions, etc.
• Significant events in the year in the competitor’s life beyond Jaycees.  Also state any positive changes outside Jaycees that are directly related to the Jaycee movement.  Items not related to Jaycees should be carefully explained.  If a competitor wishes to show a relationship between these items and their Jaycee experience, this should be made explicit.

SUBSTANTIATING MATERIAL: More, rather than less, information will enable easier judging and selection of award winners.  This is a competition for an award.  The skills in the interview process and resume production should enrich the member’s employment marketability.

Speak-Up & Write-Up

Competitions
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Write-Up Competition

The purpose of this competition is to demonstrate the value and power of the written word.  The most important thing to remember is to put a lot of thought into your work, believe what you are writing, and try to touch your audience in some way.  Above all, consider this as a learning tool.  Each time you do it you will get better.  Relax, be yourself, and have fun.

· All paper and pens will be provided.  However, competitors may bring their own pens, including erasable pens.  No notes or reference works are allowed.

· Competitors will have exactly 30 minutes to prepare their compositions.

· If a competitor finishes early, he/she may turn in his/her composition and leave.  However, he/she may not return for any reason before the competition is completed.

Judging Criteria:

The IDVP or state program manager assigns a number to each competitor.  Only that number is allowed to label the composition, rather than the competitor’s name, chapter, or region.  Judges therefore will not know the identity of the author of each composition.  The compositions will be judged solely on merit.  Judging will be based on a total possible 100-point system for Write-Up from each judge.  There will be from two (2) to five (5) judges.  

Competitors should come prepared with themes that they can work into whatever the topic is.  For example, a horse race, a space ride, a boat trip, comparisons, etc.  Show how Jaycee programs, etc. parallel real life.  Please review the judging sheet to understand the criteria for which you are being judged.  Tell a story.  Throw in your knowledge of Jaycee history.  Show how your Jaycee experiences have helped you grow.  Challenge the reader! Be creative!  Have fun!

Sample Write-Up

This is an example of a Write-Up from national competition.  Take the judging sheet as you read it and see what the judges were looking for when they read this paper.  The paragraphs are numbered so that you can follow along with the comments that have been made about each paragraph.  This explanation helps to further explain the writer’s style and strengths.

Paragraph One (1) gives the introduction to the story.  In Paragraph Two (2), the rocket ship establishes the theme.  Paragraphs Three (3) and Four (4) show how traveling through time develops the theme.  Paragraphs Four (4) and Five (5) repeat the words “accomplishments” to show the transition from one paragraph to the next.  Paragraph Five (5) showcases the writer’s knowledge of Jaycee history.  (Some judges like that.)  Paragraph Six (6) shows that going from the past to the future develops the theme, too.  A question is asked to draw the reader further into the story.  Paragraph Seven (7) throws in a current item of interest to the national organization.  It is good to put them in.  It shows you are up on the latest that is going on in Jaycees.  Paragraphs Seven (7) and Eight (8) ask the reader to take action!   Paragraph Nine (9) gives us something to ponder and takes us to the conclusion.  Paragraph Ten (10) is there to sum up your whole story.  Make the ending catchy.  The NASA countdown for a rocket ship going into outer space is used to make you remember the story.  Make a lasting impression and your story will be a winner!

Sample Write-Up Topic:

If Henry Giessenbier, our founder was to give the keynote address at tomorrow’s opening ceremony of the National meeting, what do you think he would say?

(1) Good evening ladies and gentlemen, distinguished guests, and fellow Jaycees.   I am here today to address you at this opening ceremony to charge you with getting ready to soar into the new millennium with success.  How will we do that?  Let me tell you a story.

(2)
A rocket ship travels through the galaxy searching for new horizons.  It lands on earth in the year 1910.  The passengers disembark and find a young group of men organizing the Herculaneum Dance Club.  They have fun and even end up doing some good deeds.

(3)
The passengers embark on their voyage stopping next ten years later.  The Jaycees has been formed as a result of the progression from a social purpose to one of leadership and personal development.  The passengers are interested in the new development.  They decide to journey into the future again.  

(4)
When the spaceship lands it is at the War Memorial building in Tulsa, Oklahoma.  The space visitors go through the museum and learn of the accomplishments of the Jaycees since 1920.

(5)
The accomplishments are many.  They include:  Get Out the Vote, Operation Fireball, support for statehood to Alaska and Hawaii, support of our military troops in various endeavors, raising money for St. Jude’s Children’s Research hospital, helping the environment with Green Works, succumbing to the ruling by the U.S. Supreme Court allowing women in our organization, and promoting Jaycees Against Youth Smoking.

The creatures from space are amazed at the accomplishment of so many amazing feats!  However, they wonder is this all?

(7)
No, it’s not all.  Jaycees you are going into the new millennium.  I charge you to take the strength and wisdom of our forefathers and use it to make the world a better place.  We have Mission Inn facilities in Missouri and Michigan.  Four at least will follow.  I charge you Jaycees to set up a Mission Inn facility in every state!

(8)
Every state needs to have a place where people, especially the younger ones, affected by AIDS can be accepted, comforted, and loved.  We need to make this our signature focus project so that the whole world will know who and what the Jaycees are.  

(9)
Jaycees, the engines are revving.  The visitors want to go onto their next destination.  In twenty years from now what will they see?  Will they see a world made better because you decided to make a difference?  Will they find that support system for those affected by HIV/AIDS?  Will Jaycees still continue to be the organization of choice for young people?  Only you can answer that.

The engines are revving.  They ignite.  Ten, Nine, Eight, Seven, Six, Five, Four, Three, Two, One, Blast off!  Where will you go in the new millennium?

Speak-Up Competition

It is not the intent of the Speak-Up Competition to recognize professional speakers… that means that anyone, no matter what their comfort level or experience with public speaking, can compete and improve their public speaking skills.  

Competitors should wear business attire during the competition.  No state or chapter identifying shirts, badges or pins.  Wearing a membership pin of the USJC is encouraged.

The competition will consist of 2 phases:

Phase 1 – Prepared Speech

The prepared speech is an opportunity to showcase your creativity with the Speak-Up topic including theme development.  Since this is a prepared topic, judges will be carefully evaluating your delivery techniques including use of gestures, etc.

TIME:  The time limit for a prepared speech is 5-10 minutes.

     Prepared Speak-Up Topics for 2007:

May Convention: What Line of the Jaycee Creed Represents You?

September Convention:  none
January Convention: Get Your Game On!
Phase 2 – Impromptu Speech

The second round or impromptu topic will be given to competitors with @ 60 seconds to prepare.  You should always have a couple of Jaycee stories to tell… stories that you can bend to fit a wide variety of topics.  

TIME:  The time limit for an impromptu speech is 3-5 minutes.

The Year-End competition is an Impromptu Speech only.

Judging Criteria

You will be evaluated based on the following criteria:

· Delivery (appearance, voice, gestures, eye contact):  20 points

· Content (originality, facts, word choice, relevance to topic):  20 points

· Salesmanship (sincerity, audience appeal):  10 points

· Continuity (opening, main theme, closing):  15 points

Tips:

· Do not use notes during either the prepared or impromptu speech.

· Do not use a podium (even if there is one in the room).

· Remember to use gestures to emphasize your points only.

· Be loud – regardless of the size of the room.

· The judges may not know the impromptu topic – be sure to hit it hard during your speech.

· Do not thank the judges for their time or introduce yourself to the judges.

· Do not mention your chapter by name.

· There may be an audience during your speech, don’t let it surprise you.

· Maintain eye contact with each judge and other audience members.

· Time yourself while practicing your speech and remember you will talk faster when you are nervous.

· Have a clear opening, main body with at least 2 points/stories/examples, and a closing.

· Practice your opening and closing statements cold; be prepared to hit your points during the body.

· It’s better to develop 1 or 2 ideas fully than to hit on more points briefly.

· Use inflection in your voice.  Don’t let it be monotone.  Keep the judges’ interested.

· It is fine to use the space given to you to walk, but do not pace.  Make deliberate moves, and then speak.  

· Be aware of your time limit.  Pay attention to the time keeper with any time cards shown on how much time is left or has gone by.

· Be sure to tie in the topic to your speech.  Don’t go off on tangents.

· Practice…Practice…Practice…Practice

Debate Competition
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DEBATE

This is a team competition for Jaycees to showcase their public speaking skills and powers of persuasion.  

Each team consists of three people -- two (2) speakers and one (1) coach or idea person.  Only one (1) member of the team may be a current State Officer or Local Chapter President at the time of competition. The other two (2) members must be general members, Local Chapter Officers or eligible Program Managers. 

Judging 

Each team will be given the topic fifteen (15) minutes prior to competition. Teams will argue opposite sides of the topic and a coin toss will be used to determine which team will be able to choose their preferred side. Both teams are provided with the topic at the same time and the team winning the right to choose either "for" or "against" will be provided with two (2) minutes to make their determination. Different topics will be used for each round of competition and may be either Jaycee or non-Jaycee related. 

During the Debate, speakers will adhere to the following time limits: five (5) minutes for, five (5) minutes against, five (5) minutes for, five (5) minutes against, three (3) minutes against (closing argument), and three (3) minutes for (closing argument). 

Each team will be allowed one (1) two-minute time out between speakers throughout the match. The team not speaking is allowed to ask questions of the speaker after the initial minute of speech in each of the five (5) minute sessions but only at the discretion of the speaker.

Competitions
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President’s Competition

Since Presidents are traditionally ineligible to compete in the aforementioned competitions, we have designed a competition strictly for their benefit.  The competition will be broken up in segments for each trimester.  

· January Convention - Write Up.  The group will receive an open ended statement to write about in 15 minutes.  These will be judged at the January Convention.

· May Convention – Resume competition.  Each president is asked to present a resume at the 2nd trimester paperwork turn-in.  These will be judged at May Convention.  

· September Convention - Speak-Up.  Winner of the President’s Speak Up competition will be eligible to represent Kentucky in the Master’s Speak Up competition.  These will be judged at the September Convention.
The competition will be required as part of President’s training.  Presidents will gain personal knowledge of what the competitions are all about!  They will then we able to better encourage chapter members to gain personal development skills by competing.  
Junior Jaycees Competitions

The Kentucky Junior Jaycees will compete in competitions to help them develop self-confidence as well as increase their participation in Jaycee and Junior Jaycee activities.  The name, age, and chapter should be referenced on the entries.  The winners will be recognized each trimester.  Junior Jaycees will be able to participate in the following:

Art/Medium Contest:  The Junior Jaycee is asked to submit some type of artwork to portray a project that they participated in.  The Junior Jaycee can use crayons, watercolors, pencil, paint, clay, steel, wood, etc.  Photography is an acceptable means as well.  The child should do the work, but supervision is suggested.  It will be due with the trimester paperwork.  This will be due at CPG turn in prior to May Convention.
Write-Up:  The Junior Jaycee will be asked to prepare a writing sample.  The paper can be handwritten in pencil or pen or typewritten.  There is no maximum length.  The Write-Up should pertain to the topics listed.  It will be due with the trimester paperwork.  This will be due at CPG turn in prior to September Convention.
Speak-Up:  The Junior Jaycee will be asked to prepare a speech.  The winner will be judged on content and presentation.  The Speak-Up competitors will compete at the All State.  The length of the speech will be as follows:  Juniors (ages 0-11):  1-2 minutes; Jay teens (ages 12 -17) 2-4 minutes.  This will be conducted at the January Convention

History of the US Jaycees

Henry “Hy” Giessenbier visualized an organization that would allow young men to develop their business skills and reputations in the community. In his era, most young men were out of school and working by the age of 15. Their first jobs were most likely the jobs they held throughout their lives. With luck and hard work, some might reach executive positions by their forties.  Giessenbier felt that young men were not receiving the opportunities necessary to develop their skills at a younger age, thus depriving our nation of an important resource, and so he formed the founding ideals of the U.S. Junior Chamber.

1920s
1920 - The United States Junior Chamber of Commerce (USJCC) was formed in St. Louis, Missouri, with 3,000 members. 
1923 - Get Out The Vote was the first Jaycee program to receive national endorsement. 
1925 - Beginning of national projects Know America First and Fire Prevention. Birth of EXPANSION, the first USJCC national magazine. 
1926 - Development of aviation adopted as national project. 
1927 - Jaycee Charles A. Lindbergh made the first solo flight between New York and Paris.  Jaycees worked with Lindbergh to develop the U.S. Air Mail Service.

1930s
1931 - Distinguished Service Awards program established at the chapter level. 
1935 - Death of founder Henry Giessenbier. 
1936 - National Wildlife Federation established with guidance of USJCC. 
1937 - Programs begun at state and national level to inform public of need for diagnosis and treatment of venereal disease. 
1938 - Future Magazine established. USJCC name Ten Outstanding Young Men for the first time. 
1939 - Safety with Light campaign gained national attention as thousands of street lights were donated to communities by Jaycees.

1940s
1940 - USJCC endorsed the principle of a military draft. 
1944 - Junior Chamber International (JCI) formed at Pan American Congress in Mexico City. 
1946 - USJCC established permanent headquarters in Tulsa, Oklahoma.  Junior Golf program begun. 
1947 - Official approval of Jaycee as synonym of organization.  Adoption of Jaycee Creed.
1950s
1951 - War Memorial Headquarters in Tulsa dedicated. At urging of Andy Mungenast, the reference to “Faith in God” was added to the Jaycee Creed. 
1953 - Jaycees sponsored stops on Professional Golfers’ Association tour for first time at Greensboro, NC and Hartford, Connecticut. 
1954 - First Outstanding Young Farmer and Junior Tennis programs held. 
1959 - Jaycees supported statehood for Alaska.  Hawaii gained statehood the following year due to Jaycee efforts.

1960s
1961 - First Governmental Affairs Leadership Seminar conducted. 
1962 - Jaycees urge adoption of Uniform Vehicle Code, with emphasis on state action resulting in adoption nationally. 
1963 - Clean Water Program launched to improve water quality in communities across America.  

Shooting Education adopted as a national program. 
1964 - Project Concern adopted as International Relations activity.  Program raised money and equipment for clinics providing medical care to Chinese refugees in Hong Kong. 
1965 - Jaycees presented first annual National Award of Distinction from National Clean Up-Paint Up-Fix Up Bureau. 
1966 - Name of organization officially changed to U.S. Jaycees.

1970s
1970 - Do Something campaign sparked national interest in volunteerism.  Jaycees’ cooperation with other service organizations resulted in the founding of the National Center for Voluntary Action. 
1971 - More than 3,000,000 volunteer hours were provided by Jaycees to help administer seven million doses of rubella measles vaccine. 
1972 - Jaycees undertook model Operation Identification program to combat burglaries and aid crime prevention efforts.  Five million stickers were distributed nationally through Operation Red Ball to reduce fire fatalities.  Bylaw change admitted 18-year-olds as regular members. 
1973 - The United States Jaycees’ Center for Improved Child Nutrition opened in Bloomington, Minnesota. 
1977 - Operation Threshold, a program dedicated to reducing alcohol abuse, reached more than 23 million Americans. Muscular Dystrophy Fund Raising adopted as national program.

1980s
1980 - Daisy/U.S. Jaycees Shooting Education program honored with National Safety Council
Award for Youth Activities. 
1982 - Healthy American Fitness Leaders adopted as national program. 
1984 - Bylaw change admitted women as full and regular members.  Sign Up America campaign collected 1.5 million signatures supporting America’s Olympic athletes. 
1985 - The U.S. Jaycees endorsed Campaign for Liberty to encourage public support for restoration of Statue of Liberty.  St. Jude Fundraising adopted as national program. 
1986 - First woman honored by Congress of Ten Outstanding Young Americans. 
1987 - Bylaw change established membership age as 21 through 39.  Name of U.S. Jaycees’ official publication changed to JAYCEES MAGAZINE.

1990s
1990 - Name of organization officially changed back to The U.S. Junior Chamber of Commerce. 
1992 - National Wake Up America program urged communities to get involved in politics by coordinating voter registration campaigns, hosting debates, and embracing pertinent community issues.  Jaycees responded to devastating hurricanes in the southeast with national support. 
1993 - GreenWorks! environmental education and community action program adopted by USJCC.  Jaycees Against Youth Smoking (JAYS) adopted as national program.  Junior Chamber members were instrumental in bringing relief to the flood-stricken Midwest. 
1994 - Junior Chamber Mission Inn Foundation created to build a nationwide network of care facilities for children and adolescents affected by HIV/AIDS. 
1995 - The Jaycee Alliance was formed as a non-partisan, educational, grassroots governmental advocacy organization to give young Americans a voice in government.  The Jaycee KidCare I.D. Program was organized to provide identification to aid in the recovery of missing children. 
1996 - The Jaycees Wake Up America Tour bus began a journey through the 48 contiguous states promoting programs and membership.  Social Security Reform Town Hall Meetings program initiated.
1997 - Junior Chamber Center for Entrepreneurship and Career Advancement begun — a program designed to train young entrepreneurs and improve local economies.
1998 - Junior Chamber Center for Entrepreneurship and Career Advancement name changed to Junior Chamber Center for Business Advancement.  Two new programs, National Business Network and Virtual Networking, added to encourage Junior Chamber members to business network via the Internet both nationally and internationally.
1999 - JAYS program reintroduced as an educational program that informs children about the dangers of smoking.  Value Investing and Career Advancement added to the Junior Chamber Center for Business Advancement.

2000s
2000 - First female elected National President. Junior Chamber Center for Business Advancement develops web-based video seminar training.

2001 –United States Junior Chamber of Commerce changes name to United States Junior Chamber.  The “Change Your World” Marketing Program is launched.

2002 – John Nygren of Wisconsin serves as U.S. Jaycee President with the slogan “Bridge to the Future.”

2003 – The age for the United States Jaycees changed to 18 – 40.  States and chapters were given the option to adopt the new bi-law change.  

2004 – The United States Jaycees promoted the formation of collegiate chapters.

2005 – The American Cancer Society became a National Partner with the United States Jaycees.
